You can exit the ILP sub-fund by submitting a request for withdrawal or fund switching (i.e.
switches) to Singapore Life Ltd.

If your Policy is newly incepted, you may cancel the Policy by giving us written notice of
cancellation provided that such notice of cancellation is received by Singapore Life Ltd. at its
Registered Office within the free-look period, which is fourteen (14) days from the date on
which you receive the Policy.

Upon cancellation of the Policy, Singapore Life Ltd. will refund the premiums you paid
(without interest) after deducting the expenses incurred in issuing the Policy. The refund will
be made after we receive the original Policy for cancellation.

If there has been a decline in the market value, we will deduct the amount necessary to reflect
the change in market value.

“Business Day”

((\\ ) Singlife

means any day the Board of Directors in consultation with the Management Company decides is
a Business Day or those days when all of the following apply

(1) banks are open for business in London and Luxembourg

(2) the Luxembourg Stock Exchange is open for business

(3) it is not a public holiday in the country where the Underlying Fund management team of the
Underlying Fund is located

(4) the Board of Directors in consultation with the Management Company believes that sufficient
underlying markets in which the Underlying Fund may invest are open to permit sufficient trading
and liquidity to enable the Underlying Fund to be managed efficiently and

(5) where the Underlying Fund invests in a material amount of underlying Permitted Funds, the
net asset value of units of a sufficient number of the underlying Permitted Funds may be
determined in a manner that the Board of Directors in consultation with the Management
Company believes to permit sufficient trading and liquidity to enable the Underlying Fund to be
managed efficiently;

“Swing pricing”

from costs associated with ongoing subscription and redemption activity. Swing pricing reflects
the total of trading spreads and any other duties and charges (e.g. broker commissions, stamp
duty and taxes) paid on entry and exit to the Underlying Fund;
